Study goals are based on the targeted professional skills, which ŕ given the technical and global 

dynamics of todayŚs markets ŕ managers acting on an international level must acquire in order to 

duly register complex concepts and (re)act appropriately in full awareness of the possible 

consequences of their (re)actions. As a result, the following elements  must play a major role in the 

course.  

- Teaching analytical and networked thinking  
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- Teaching the ability to quickly, methodically and systematically master new, unfamiliar situations  

- Promoting independence, creativity and interdisciplinary flexibility  

- Promoting communication and problem -solving skills, and intercultural sensitivity  

The following contents of the curriculum are based on the above:  

 

The first semester (Academic Year 1) establishes a technical and methodological basis in the fields 

of fo reign trade legislation, risk management, contract management and project management. At 

the conclusion of this semester, students should have acquired a basic knowledge of basic 

academic principles, methods of analysis and fields of application in the fou r fields.  

The second semester (Academic Year 1) builds on the basic knowledge acquired during the first 

semester. Key aspects of risk management are systematically deepened and augmented with 

innovation management ensuring that at the end of the first aca demic year, students will have 

acquired a solid and systematic knowledge in the core areas of foreign trade legislation, risk 

management, contract management, innovation management and project management. Students 

learn the requisite technical English (eco nomic and legal) in foreign language modules.  

The third and fourth semesters (Academic Year 2) systematically deepen studentsŚ knowledge of 

specific areas of foreign trade legislation and contract management, develop key aspects of 

innovation management an d teach students methods relevant to their MasterŚs through project-

oriented exercises. Continuing foreign language modules provide students with the technical 

English required for the MasterŚs thesis. 
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Overall, Academic Year 2 develops a practically -oriented profile and deepens studentsŚ knowledge 

by integrating acquired knowledge into selected fields of application and case studies on an 

interdisciplinary level. Students complete their MasterŚs internship and write their thesis. 

The distribution of the modules between foreign trade legislation management, risk management, 

contract management, innovation management and project management can be found in the 

annex.
